The city-wide Annual Mathematics Meet, involving teams of grade 7 & 8 Bridgeport middle school students, was held on the campus of the University of Bridgeport in the Dana Hall Lecture Room today.

We had another terrific and very close competition this year.  There was a deadlock for first place between two schools and the winner was decided on a tiebreaker.  First place was awarded to Park City Magnet School.  Second place was awarded to High Horizons Magnet School and third place was awarded to Thomas Hooker School.   The “Most Improved School” award this year was given to Geraldine Johnson School which improved by six places in the standings from last year.

The top performing student at this year’s math meet was Nora Chov from Multicultural Magnet School.  She did all the problems, but one, correctly.  Nora was rewarded with a TI graphing calculator.
