The city-wide Annual Mathematics Meet, involving teams of Bridgeport middle school students, was held on the campus of Sacred Heart University in Schine Auditorium today.

Once again, we had a very close and exciting competition.   We had a virtual tie for first place.  The tie had to be broken with a tie breaker.  The first place trophy and individual trophies were awarded to last year’s defending champions, Winthrop School.  Second place was awarded to Multicultural Magnet School.  There was a virtual tie for third place between High Horizons Magnet School and Park City Magnet School.  The following schools were only three or four points behind the third place team: Dunbar School, Longfellow School and Curiale School.  The “Most Improved School” award this year was given to Curiale School which improved by six places in the standings from last year.

There was a four way tie for the top performing students in the math meet.  These students were from Cross School, Troy Baldwin; Multicultural Magnet School, Marlon Antunez and from Winthrop School, Raquel Maldonado and Parth Rana.  Each of these students was rewarded with a TI-83 graphing calculator.
We like to also recognize the following students from the winning team at Winthrop School: Parth Rana, Maurice Wallace, Raquel Maldonado, Kaylee Probst, Jazmyn Santiago and Christian Rodriguez.  This team was coached by their math teacher, Mrs. Wendy Milson.
We also would like to thank Dr. Ricardo Rosa, math supervisor; Ms. Kathy Flynn, grants coordinator and the Board of Education for sponsoring this event.  They provided the funding for transportation, trophies, snacks and awards.
